Board for adoption at the May 2021 meeting, as recommended by staff.

Action: Upon motion of Mr. Schaefer, seconded by Mr. Gaines and unanimously carried, 
Mr. Vazquez, Mr. Schaefer, Mr. Gaines and Ms. Stowers voting yes, Ms. Cohen absent, the 
Board adopted the Proposition 19 communications plan on education and outreach, which 
includes utilizing all electronic and traditional means of communications (website, social media, 
and other feasible channels available) to disseminate the materials generated by the BOE and 
Taxpayers’ Rights Advocate Office such as the revision of the four existing information sheets, 
the proposed fact sheet on Proposition 19, and the accompanying PowerPoint presentation to be 
used for speaking engagements, as recommended by staff.
